The major import products 
into Kenya comprised of wood and 
wood products, unglazed ceramics, 
alcohol and spirits, paper and 
paperboard, sacks and bags, rice and 
maize (corn), among others. Kenya 
needs to export much more into this 
market to offset the trade imbalance 
which is in favour of Tanzania. 

Kenya’s participation in the 46th Dar 
Es Salaam International Trade Fair, 
is not only in line with the theme 
“Industrialization for Job Creation and 
Sustainable Trade” but also supports 
the actualization of our manufacturing 
agenda of offering high value 
manufactured products both to 
the domestic and regional markets.

Kenya Dairy Board is a regulatory body 
established by the Dairy Industry Act 
Cap 336 to improve and control the 
dairy industry and its products. Key to 
our mandate is to regulate the dairy 
industry in Kenya for production and 
marketing of quality and safe dairy 
produce. We promote and facilitate 
market access of milk and milk 
products in the domestic and export 
markets. 

Trade facilitation services.

The Board facilitates the import and 
export of milk and milk products 
within and outside EAC by offering the 
following services;
-Issuing export and import permits 
- Laboratory analytical services for 
milk and milk products 
- Market linkages between processors 
and traders 
- Capacity building of Dairy Business 
Operators on import and export 
procedures 

Wide range of milk and milk 
products for export. 
Production of milk in Kenya is 
estimated at over 5.5 billion litres 
per year. There are over 40 milk 
processing companies registered and 
licensed by the Board to process and 
market milk and milk products. The 
following products, in several brands, 
are available from our processors for 
export:

-Long Life (UHT) milk 
-Milk powders (whole and skim)
- Fermented milk (yoghurt, cultured 
and kefir)
- Cheese (several varieties)
- Butter
- Ghee
- Ice creams 
- Dairy creams 

Availability of quality dairy inputs 
and services.
 
Kenya has well established service 
providers for provision of the following 
services within the EAC market; 
- Dairy stock 
- Breeding services such as Artificial 
Insemination

Kenya Maritime Authority has been in 
the lead in promoting maritime training 
and education in Kenya. Kenya’s recent 
entry into the International Maritime 
Organization’s (IMO) White list status 
was an affirmation that Kenya’s 
maritime education now meets 
international standards, enabling its 
seafarers to compete for jobs on 
international ships. As the pacesetters 
of the Kenyan maritime industry and 
in solidarity with the International 
Maritime Organization’s (IMO) ‘Go 
to sea campaign’, the Authority has 
intensified its focus on boosting 
the image of the maritime industry 
and supporting cadet recruitment 
among the youth, including the 
recruitment of female cadets.
